Study and
the study results, as well as the Focus Groups and their
insights, contribute to Growing an Engaged Church. Grow-
ing an Engaged Church invites us from “doing church” to
“being church.” “Doing church” is about “doing holy
things.” “Being church” is about “being holy people.”

For many, if not most, of us “church” is St. Joseph’s
Church. We might think of the building that is “the church.”
We might think of ourselves as “the church.” We might
think of “the church” beyond St. Joseph’s as in the Church
of Chicago or the Archdiocese of Chicago. We may even
think of the Vatican or the church throughout the world. All
of these and more are “the church.” When all is said and
done, “the church” is a mystery and is about revealing or
incarnating God and making God present in the world.

One common way we experience church is as an institu-
tion. The church has a structure. The church has rules and
policies and regulations and laws. The church hasacreed or
system of beliefs. The church has forms of ritual and prayer.
The church designates “officers” such as bishops and
priests to pastor, “oversee” and lead, keep us together and
provide direction. The institutional dimensions of church
provide clarity, strength, organization, continuity and re-
sources. Like any institution, the church creates budgets,
provides insurance, pays salaries, and calls for accountabil-
ity around finances and human resources. The church owns
and manages property and facilities. If we celebrate our
marriage, for example, the church gathers and records
documents. The institutional dimensions of church are most
visible and can easily “take over,” overshadowing other
dimensions of church.

The church is also a “mystical communion.” In God, we
who are the church have deep communion with one another.
Our communion extends not only with each other and those
throughout the world but to those who have gone before us
home to God, the communion of saints. We gather around
the same table or altar and share the same food and drink that
is the Body and Blood of Jesus. All of us were baptized “in

the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.”
\-

what we as church are called to look like is the
communion of Father, Son and Spirit that we call Trinity.
“Being church” is about being engaged in community, in a
deep inter-relationship with one another and God—Father,
Son and Spirit.

We as church are sacrament. We celebrate sacraments
through which we encounter Jesus Christ who walked
among us and continues to “walk among us” through the
rituals and gestures and prayers of the symbolic activity we
call sacrament. At the same time, we who celebrate are
sacrament as well. Through our life together we reveal,
encounter and are Christ to each other and to the world.
Together we are the hands and feet and the eyes and mouth
of Jesus Christ who lives and reigns with the Father and the
Holy Spirit.

We as church are heralds of God’s good news. Through
the way we live, the way we treat others, the values that guide
our choices, we proclaimthe reign of God isat hand. We may
never speak aword but actions speak louder than words. We
live day to day as people of faith, hope, people blessed by
God, gifted people, people who are part of something bigger
than ourselves.

Like Jesus, we who are church are a servant to one
another and to the world. Jesus talked about “feeding the
hungry, clothing the naked” and so forth. Jesus walked that
walk. As church, we too are called to “walk that walk.” A
food pantry or amission trip to Tanzania or service inasoup
kitchen and the thousand and one ways we serve one another
define who we are as church.

Linking the mosaic of elements that incarnate or enflesh
the mystery that we call church is discipleship. The church
is a community of disciples, people who intentionally and
attentively follow Jesus. Our lives are grounded in Jesus
Christ.

The second round of Focus Groups is exploring our
expectations of our parish or our expectations of church.
This is a wonderful opportunity for fruitful dialogue about
ourselves that can help us to gain insight into the mystery of
church that is all of us God’s people. Your time in dialogue
would be well spent!
