Programs Offered: 
• Traditional Sunday 9:00am, Sunday 10:45am, Tuesday 4:30pm, Tuesday 6:30pm 

Sessions for K-7 which meet 23 times a year from September - April with regularly scheduled breaks. Sessions last 
1 hour and 15 minutes. Group size is limited to 15. 

• Family Faith Weaving Sunday 6:00pm, Friday 6:30pm                                                 
Sessions meet once a month for 10 months, September - June. Sessions last 1 hour and 30 minutes. Children are 
grouped in grades 1&2, 3&4, 5&6 and 7&8.  Group size is limited. 

 

• 7th Grade Home Group - Groups meet for 23 sessions with the intention of staying together as a group in 
8th grade, in preparation for Confirmation.  Sessions last 1 hour and 30 minutes and are held in Catechist or host 
homes from September - April.  Group size is limited to 10-12 teens and 2 adults (catechist & co-catechist or adult 
assistant). 

• 8th Grade Home Group - Groups meet for 17-18 sessions in preparation for Confirmation.  Sessions last 1 
hour and 30 minutes and are held in Catechist or host homes from September - Mid February.  Group size is 
limited to 10-12 teens and 2 adults (co-catechists or catechist & adult assistant). 

• SPRED – 12 preparation sessions and 12 sessions with Friends from 6 years through adulthood. Sessions last    
2 – 2 ½ hours on Wednesday nights. Training provided. 

 

Training and support provided:  All NEW catechists are given initial training in classroom 
management and practical teaching skills. ALL Catechists are supported by on-going training, formation and grade 
level meetings to plan lessons and share ideas. Babysitting is provided during Tuesday 4:30 and Faith Weaving 
sessions.
